College commencements are becoming so common these days that
they pass by us without ever giving us pause as to what they mean in’
the life of the students who.graduate, or of the country which they
represent and which they go out to serve. However, the first '
commencement of Ginling Coilege has meant so much. to us who took
part in. it, that we feel that perhaps others too. may be interested.,

The' fitst: senior class had been looking forward eagerly. to their-
commencement, and plans were already under way when news came
that the students, both in government and mission schools, were going
on strike for the purpose of impressing on the Peking government the
necessity of a rule more in accord with the wishes of the people. Feel-
ing the need of unity in such a movement, the Ginling college students
‘decided to put all their strength into this emergency which had so
suddenly arisen. They gave up the idea of having a commencement,
and three weeks before the close of the term. organized a eampaign
for social service, At the end of two. weeks, feeling' that some of the
aims of the strike had been accomplished, they took up cellege work
again with the determination to finish the term’s. work if possible and
take their chances on passing or failing in the examinations. Com-
mencement plans were again resumed and on June 2s5th, the five
seniors, who for four years had been the upper class in the college,
went out as the first alumnae. ' ‘ o

.~ The exercites’ were very simple but very impressive. Mr,
-ateecker Van Wagenen of New York, a friend of the college from its
very beginning, gave the English address. It seemed very fitting that
he should clioose for his subject “Fulness of Life,” as the motto
which has. been chosen: for the college seal is taken from John 10+ 10,
“That they might have Life,” the two Chinese characters. being Hox
Seng. Out of the richness of his own life experience, Mr. Van
Wagenen spoke of the privilege and cost of living an abundant, full,

 life—physically, mentally and spiritually, © _ :
