-inersased the gencral. sducational qualifications of the staff. It now congists of
two trained members, four clerical etaff and ons caretakets OF the, clerical . staff
thers is ons middls school graduate, one with two ysars of colloge completcd, one
colloge .graduate. and one with a Master's Degrec. Suech qualifications arc will in
keoping with the minimum educetional standards generally accoptable .for library o
personnel. The size of the staff, which includes ten student aﬂsistﬂnts, is
adequate for prosent demands. No attompt has bsen meds at this time to cvaluste
the salary earnings of the staff. However, this is a responsiblility of the
librarian and in the future sudh roport will be mado and recommendations for adJust
