- to graduation, One school which fepotts sixty-one graduates
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during the years 1914 to 1920 inclusive has sent eleven stu-
dents to Ginling. The schools are most of them young. Very
few of them were doing middle school work ten years ago, and
every year new schools are added %0 our list - four this year.
Tone number of schools has doubled in five years. When govern-
ment schools begin to contribute we shall draw picked students
from large student groups.

Of the total of one hundred and twenty-eight students
who have been in attendance for one year or longer, 38% have
come from seven schools of the Methodist Church North; 7% from
three schools of the Methodist Church South: 11% frem two
union schools in Hangchow and Changsha in both of which Presby-
terians co-operate; 5% from four other.Presbyterian schools,
The Baptists share in the Hangchow school and in additien have:
