Miss Adeline Bucher., She is 42 years old, has a high school
diploma, but no college degree., Courses taken at night in French,
German, English, Economics and Accounting are the equivalent of
vhree years of college works,

She has held various gecretarial positions, including that
of private secretary to Pearl Buck, She was office secretary and
assistant treasurer for the United Church M ssionary Society in
Nanking for the period 1930-32,

She is at present employed as the office Executive Secretary
with the Medical Society of the County of New York., I have a
letter of recommendation from Dr. Cutler under whom she is now
working., )

Mr, Higdon of the U,C,M,S. gives a somewhat qualified recom-
mendation, I believe his reservations, as far as he has any, are
based on health considerations.,

You will note that she is seven years beyond the age limit
the Committee set for new appointees at the meeting on September
Tth, If, in spite of this fact, you wish to give further con-
sideration to her application, I can send you fuller information
about her training and experience,

For Librarian and part-time English teacher:

Miss Pauline Starn, She is 33 years old, has a B.A. degree
from Bethany College and a BeSe in Library Science from Western

Dr. Wu has had an interview with Miss Starn and was most
favorably impressed. Both Dr. Bates and Mr, Higdon recommend her
highly.

Some action should be taken as soon as possible with regard to Miss
Bucher's application, but since Miss Starn will not be ready to go to China
before next summer at the earliest, there is not the same urgency in her case,
However, her application should be considered and the Committee should be ready
to make some recommendation, especially in view of the fact that Dr. Wu has
already seen her and expressed to her the hope that she may go to Ginling,

I have talked over these two applications with Mrs. Roys and, at her
rejuest, am sending you this letter, I hope that you will give it your most
careful consideration and let me hear from you within the next two or three
days, so that your thought can be incorporated in the report that must go from

HIBTORY. Flans for n Taculty Wouse for s group of about 16 women
were made in 1919 wher the whole scheme of Colleco buildings was
worked out by Yr. Henry Killam Jurphy. This plan had a central liv-
ing room and dining room for the whole group with smaller parlors

and reception rooms. There were seversl suites of two roomg=~bed-room
and sitting-room--znd some larcer s'udy-bedrooms. This plan wans re-
vigsed in 1925-1u28 to meet the needs of a growing faculty, and to
gatisfy as far as possible their ideas of how members of a college
faculty should live. There were always scme who preferred small er
houses and these were tsnken for granted as prart of the finished scheme
The money to “uild the larser house at the same time as the new chapel
and library buildings wes sent out in the ppring of 1927 but condi-
tions in China that year made building impoassible nnd changes of ad-
ministr-tion ond collepe personnel smde some rethinking necessary.

LOCATION, The ideal locnstion of the large faculty house was not
clear when building wss begun on the new campus in 1921 and it seemed
wiger to build an additional student dormitory which might be used
temporarily for faculty. The 1319Y plan showed faculty houses north
of the “rts Buildine and acuth of the “cience Tuilding and these gen-
ern1 localities, flanking the main quadrangle and outside the more
importent group, were always thought of as sulted for faculty houses.
Jelny in completing purchase of land to north and south was in part
responsible for delay in building faculty residences. New the land
to the north is gone, taken over by the city for the new residential
district and the land known as the Gwoh land is atill in process of
necotiation although the College coul: use parts of it even now for
faculty residences. ither 1land which wight be suitable is the strip
alons the scuth glope of the west hill, snd the "mde-Jones land (high
hill=top west of campus).

THE 'ROBLIEN, For several years there hnve been over 50 women in
residence on the collece campus. Of these more than half are Chinese.
Yor the past three yvesrs they nave lived mainly in two groups in
Faoculty Houge and “ast Court, Cost of living in the two houses hag
been n factor in the cheice, chiefly a2 guestion of heat @« d service.
The College has furnished light and water. Tor the large fnculty house
this hag cosgt the Lollege abeut CSTaEE yearly. lYour of the “hin-
ese women have lifed in student dorumitories and this year three of the
foreiegn faculty have lived in privately owned houses on the campus.

The foreign group of 16 represents 147 yenrs of work (average over ¥)
in Sinling. ieven of the forelgn faculty have been here ten or more
yeara, +he <“hinese group is younger and haw changed more from yenr to
vear (nveranpe term lessz than 4 yearaly but for both broups this chunge
of ~eraonnel crestea a problem, and houses need to be gtondard and
adaptnble in their arrangements to different combinations.

There is a senior group, ronking higher and currying heanvier responsi-
bilitiems, and & junior group; » forelgn group, and s Chinese groupj

a more or less vermanent grour, and a transient groupj & group eating
Chinese fond, and a group eating foreign food; and these groups are
overlapping, which complicates the problem. There was never =ny
thought of making distinction between vUhinese and forelgn members of
of hoving them geparstely housed; but it is true that the two groups
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make different demands and have different ideas about living together
in a house. The need of two kitchens if both Chinese and foreign food
nre served in the same houses; the difference in the amount of heat
desired; the attitude toward taking regponsibility for running the
houge and furnighing ity thease are a few of the guestions that have to
be faced.

The recent meeting of the Building -ommittee recormended the preparation
of plans for a house for fifteen rersons to cosat 530,000, and plans have
veen drawn up for such a houge, The unlt room is 130 - 135 square feet
plus clengset, which is not larger thay the unit room in the present fac-
ulty house. The number of bedrooms ig the some. Mx small studies

(¢' x 10') and a puest suite, two small parlors and common rooms, in
area about equal to the Hiving "com snd Dining Room of the present
Faculty House, are ahown on the ground floor. The house ig rlanned to
face south so thuat rooms would get the meaximum of winter sun. Jervice
rooms in a basement under the dining room and storage space in the

attiec are also provided. The estimate for the house is just under
530,000, including ~frcola heat and plumbing (8 bath tubs, etc.) The
firat floor would be cewent, the urper floors wood, with walls built

to puard agalnst white ants. The house won d not be fireproof but

with henter in bsgement the risk would be am:1ll.
