SOME LATEST NEWS ITEMS CONCERNING THE UNIVERSITY OF NANKING.

Prepared for U. N. Alumni now studying in America.

The following information was presented by President Bowen to
the Board of Managers at their annual meeting held in Nanking
}ast October showing the rapid development of the University since
its organization in 1912. .

"In 1912, we had assets for all departments of the University, ap-
proximately $250,000. Mex. Since then, up to date, our totel as-
sets have grown to fully $1,200,000 Mex. Outside of the abovemen-
tioned special grants on capital or property account, and also
$140,000 Gold endowment given by two Boards, this large increage

. in our assets of approximately $100,000 Mex. per year has accrued
to the Trustees and the Boards without special burden or responsi«
bility directly upon them. It has come through increased fees,
special gifts from friends and organizations iIn China and from
friends in Americe, largely through the solicitations and efforts
of Dr. Williams, our Vice-President.

vIn 1912, we had 56 college students and now we have 300, an in-
crease of 434 per cent: then, we had 20 Chinese teachers and now
we have 64, of whom 8 are returned students, an increase of 220

per cent; then we had 17 foreigners on our staff and now we have
34, exclusive of Language School and Hospital staffs, of whom 17

are Board supported.

In 1912, we had above Middle School only the Arts College, now
we have a very much expanded College of Arts and Science, a Col-
lege of Agriculture and Forestry, & Junior College, giving some-
what differentiated work in Agriculture and Forestry, Arts and
science, Education, Business Administration, and Medicine. In ad-
dition, we have the Language School -and the Hospital.

"In 1912, we had 2,000 English and Chinese books, whereas on June
30th, 1921, we had 17,430 books and 13,450 pamphlets, During
this period our campus and owned land has increased from, say,15
acres to approximately 140 acres, all of which is fully utilized,
together with 25 acres in addition, rented. All of the present
College and Language School buildings Beve been added besides two
hospital buildings, 15 foreign staff houses and 6 Chinese staff
houses. Moreover, the whole grade and quality of our work has been
very much improved. All of this growth aend development has cost
and is costing money and means a very much increased cost for
annual maintenance. For example, for 1922, we shall pay on teach-
er s'salaries alone fully four times our total budget for 1912,

viz,, $140,000 Mex.

Beginning with the Autumn of 1922, a return will be made to the
two semester system instead of the three term system with which

you are all familiar.

The following items are taken from the minutes of the University
faculty meeting held January 3, 1922:

(a) Professor C.C. Chen,Head of the Department of Chinese, re~
ported that the students were showing a good attitude toward the
Chinese work and as evidence of this pointed out that over forty
students were taking the new elective course in senior college.

(b) Professor K.S.Sie, Director of the Summer school reported

that an announcement of the summer courses in agriculture, Bible,
Chinese and education was being prepared. The summer school last
summer was quite successful and plans are being made for a large
and better school this year.

{c) Dr.Hamilton reported for the Extra Curriculum activities ,
committee that the following senior college clubs had been organ-
ized for the new term: Civies, Science, Senior Class, Sociology
and ‘World Events Clubs.

(d) Mr.Twinem reported on the Y.M.C.A. Mr.Yu Yiu-ren is Pres-
ident. Midweek praycr meetings have been held every Thursday
night with an average attendance of about 60. Two large social
gatherings have been held - the reception for the new students

in September and the Christmas program on Christmas eve. A glee
club has been organized. Mr.Kieng Pen-Kung is Manager and Mr.

and Mrs, Fillmore of the languege school are leaders., The Y.M.C.A.
handbook has had an excellent success, both editorially and fin-
ancielly. There are at present 7 Feople's Schools, with a budget
of $300 - and 250 pupils. Mr. Chang-Tsuen-tu is in charge. An
American Chinese Walking Talking Club has been orgenized. It is
a scheme whereby walking dates can be made between the students
of the language and of the college - for mutual pleasure and help-
fulness.

(e) Plans are being prepared to publish the University Magazine
ggain. The first issue will be out in June.

(f) Proctor Chow reported that two dining rooms were being used
this term instead of three, - that 209 students and 21 assistants
and teachers were regularky teking meals.

The departments of agriculture and cotton improvement, in coopexr-
ation, arranged for a series of exhibitions to be held about
Nanking in order to introduce better methods of silk and cotton
culture. They were most successful. In some villages more than
2000 farmers, including their families, attended the exhibits.
Stereopticon lectures were given in the evening.. -

Dr. and Mrs.Williams, Miss Faith Williams, and Dickie arrived in
Ssan Prancisco, Feb.1lb6th, Mrs.Williems and Dickie are at Mrs.Williams
0ld home in South Salem,Ohio. Mr.Williams and Miss Faith are in New
York. They will all be living in New York City next winter, after
spending the summer at Silver Bay.

Mr.Clemons ig at the present
time in Washington doing some special work in the Chinese section of
the Congressional Library.

Mr. and Mrs. Owen arrived in San Francisco April 7th. They will live
in Cleveland,and their address is 1448 West 1l4th St.

The Reisner family returns to Nanking in August probably leaving
Seattle the 19th,on the "3S.S5.Keystone" of the Admiral Line, and
right happy they will be to get back home.
